They should and can, according to editors Laurie Grobman and Joyce
Kinkead, who have produced this collection to showcase the first steps being
made to integrate undergraduate research into English studies and, even more im-
portant, to point the way toward greater involvement.

This groundbreaking collection aims to mobilize the profession of English studies
to further participate in undergraduate research. Students engaged in genuine research gain
an insider’s understanding of field-specific debates, develop relevant skills and insights for future careers and
graduate study, and contribute their voices to creating knowledge through the research process.
