Work Completed Since Last Report:

1. COAL members meet annually at the NCTE convention to discuss ways to promote the mission of the group and support its members.  The membership was at 71 last year and we recently added three more members. A gmail account -- NCTECOAL@gmail.com – was started to help manage member communication.

2. The COAL poster session was proposed and accepted with 13 for the 2009 Annual Convention.  This poster session was proposed, in lieu of our usual roundtable session, at the request of members and the response was positive. However, we need help from NCTE ensuring that we have adequate presentation space for our group, whether it be roundtables or posters, as this has been a recurring difficulty.
